‘a little
hero’

CCONFRONTED with frantic
parents and a lifeless baby,
most teenage boys wouldn't
know what to do.

But Jake Bugeja’s quick
thinking has been credited
with saving the life of a
baby girl.

The Stanhope Gardens
resident was walking along
Stanhope Parkway with
friend Wes Webber on June
9 when they came across a
couple pulled over to the
side of the road and a wom-
an screaming that her baby
had stopped breathing.

Jake's CPR training from
a school course last year
Kicked into gear and the
13-year-old took charge of
the situation.

Paramedics would later
tell Jake and another
passer-by who helped revive
the baby that without their
intervention the child may
have died.

Jake’s proud mother Mel-

issa said her son was a

“little hero”.

““Most teenage boys
couldn't care less,” she said.

It's a great example for

teenagers. He took control

over the adults.”

Jake has been nominated
for a Pride of Australia
Medal for his act of courage.

During the ordeal Wes
directed traffic on Stanhope
Parkway while Jake helped
revive the one-year-old.

““The mum was screaming

‘my baby"

not breathing’.

The dad was freaking out.
He didn’t know where he

was,” Jake said.
Jake's timely

inter-

vention didn’t end there.

The unknown

couple

tried to leave the scene
before_paramedics arrived
but Jake told them to stay,

‘just in case the baby had

something else wrong™.
